From the West 
Follow the Massachusetts Turnpike eastbound into 
Boston. Get off at Exit 22 (Copley 
Square/Prudential Center) and follow signs for 
Prudential Center. This will take you directly into 
the Prudential Center Garage. The Mass Pike is 
accessible from Route 128/95. 
 
From New Hampshire and the North 
Take Exit Route 93/Route 1 South onto Storrow 
Drive West and follow to the Copley Square exit on 
the left. Take a right onto Beacon Street and follow 
to Exeter Street. Take a left onto Exeter Street and 
follow four blocks. The Prudential Center Garage 
will be on the right. 
 
From Rhode Island and the South 
Take Route 93 North to Exit 18 (Massachusetts 
Avenue). At ramp, turn right and follow Mass 
Avenue for approximately two miles to Boylston 
Street. Take a right onto Boylston Street; drive 3/4 
mile to the Prudential Center Garage, which will be 
on the right. 
 
Via Public Transportation 

Take the MBTA Green subway line’s “E/Heath 
Street” train to the Prudential stop. The stop 
connects directly into the Arcade and lower lobby of 
111 Huntington Avenue.  

Alternately, take the commuter rail or MBTA 
Orange subway line to Back Bay Station. The 
station is connected to Copley Place by a tunnel 
under Dartmouth Street. Go through the tunnel, 
upstairs through Copley Place and across 
Huntington Avenue in the covered walkway, and 
through the Prudential Arcade to 111 Huntington. It 
is about a seven-minute walk. 

From Logan Airport 

By Car: Access Boston via the Sumner Tunnel and 
exit onto Route 93 North. Exit onto Storrow Drive 
West and follow to the Copley Square exit on the 
left. Take a right onto Beacon Street and follow to 
Exeter Street. Take a left onto Exeter Street and 
follow four blocks. The Prudential Center Garage 
will be on the right. 

By Subway: Take the shuttle bus to Airport 
Station. Take the Blue Line inbound train to State 
Street Station (three stops). Take the Orange Line 
inbound train to Back Bay Station. Follow directions 
for Orange line, above.
